For games ending after regularly scheduled service, 
MTA will extend service for one hour. Therefore, the 
final train that leaves Hamburg Street Stop going 
northbound to Hunt Valley will be 12:36 a.m. The 
final train leaving Hamburg Street Stop heading 
southbound to Cromwell will be 12:53 a.m. and the 
final train leaving Hamburg Street Stop for BWI and 
Cromwell will be 1:08 a.m.

Take the Penn-Camden Light 
Rail Shuttle to Hamburg Street Stop adjacent to the 
stadium. On the return, take the Penn-Camden Light 
Rail Shuttle back to Penn Station. Catch the 5:30 
p.m. MARC to Union Station and arrive at 6:30 p.m.
